Heartwell Cal Ripken AA Division Rules 2010

1. Will play a maximum of 6-innings and no new inning starts after one hour and forty-five minutes and a 2 hour “drop dead”
2. If a team is unable to field 9 players on defense, a substitute is allowed from the opposing team

3. Pitching is from 43’ all season long. 
4. The home team will occupy the third base dugout and visitor will occupy the first base dugout.

5. “ONLY” certified coaches are allowed on the field at any time during the games.

6. Upon completion of 3 offensive outs or 5 runs have scored, the ½ inning is over.
7. No player will sit out consecutive innings. .
9. No Mercy rule. (After April 17th ;10 run mercy rule after 4 complete innings of play will apply).
10. No pitching machine will be utilized. Kids will pitch to the opposing batters until the ball is hit, the batter strikes out or four (4) balls occur. For the first half (Till April 17) of the season a coach will pitch 3 pitches from the mound to the batter.  If the batter fails to put the ball in play after 3 pitches then the batter is out.  If the last pitch is fouled then an additional pitch will be given. Starting April 17th , batter will take first base on walks and hit by pitch.
11. A player may pitch (6) innings in a week (any seven day period)
12. A player pitching more than (2) innings must have, (2) calendar days rest; mandatory. There is a maximum of 3 innings pitched in any one game or 50 pitches.  A pitcher may complete the batter if the 50th pitch happens during the count.
13. 1 pitch counts as an inning pitch.

13. Bunts will not be allowed until the second half of the season (after April 17th).
14. During the 1st half stealing is allowed only at 2nd and 3rd base if a wild pitch or passed ball occurs.  No further advancement is allowed for over throws. After April 17th stealing of any base is open without restriction.
15. Play is stopped when the umpire calls time.
16. All players present will bat the entire line-up.
17. A hard-balls will be used at all times.
18. No on-deck batter is allowed.
19. When the ball is in play in fair territory, runners are to be encouraged to take extra bases.
20. The infield fly rule is in effect.
21. Base runners must avoid contact, and have the option of sliding (feet first only). If a runner slides headfirst the runner will be called out. Runners may also be called out if; they do not attempt to avoid contact.
22. Home team is responsible for setting up the field and visitors are responsible for field clean-up.
23. If the base runner makes contact with a live ball while running is out.
24. A batter who throws their bat after swinging will be warned the first time and called out the second time.
