	2010 T-Ball General Rules

The goal of the game is to let the players have fun while learning basic baseball concepts and developing their skills. T-ball rules will be strictly followed so a structured game can be played.

1. Games will be a minimum of 3 innings & a maximum of 4 innings. No new inning can be started if your game will carry into the next scheduled teams time slot.
2. All Players will take the field and bat the entire line-up, completing the inning.
3. The last batter will have the option to run around the bases.

4. T-BALL IS NOT COMPETITIVE - DO NOT KEEP SCORE!
5. Soft safety balls will be used at all times.
6. The visiting team will occupy the first base dugout and bat first.
7. A coach or parent must remain in the dugout at all times.
8. Players must be rotated during each game and each inning. Managers must assure that every player plays at least 1 inning in the infield.
9. There is no infield fly rule.  All balls hit must be fielded.
10. All teams will field a catcher in the second half of the season (on April 17th) who will wear full gear and stand at the backstop until the ball is hit.
11. Home team will set-up the field & visitors will put away gear/lock fields.
12. ONLY ONE PITCHER IS ALLOWED!
13. Coaches must not yell negatively at players.
14. If a team is unable to field seven players on defense they can draw from the offensive team.
15. No bunting on the tee.
16. Infielders are to be instructed not to position themselves where they will interfere with the base runners.
17. When runners are out, they leave the base and go back to the dugout.
18. Base hits that find the gaps in the outfield can be ran as doubles for hitters.
19. No extra base running for throwing errors. We don’t want the games to drag on or discourage fielders from throwing the ball.
20. No strike-outs. 1st half of the season will be mandatory hitting off the tee; 2nd half (April 17) will be optional tee or coach pitch allowing for 3 pitches, if the 3rd pitch is fowled a 4th pitch is allowed then the tee is mandatory.
21. ON deck batters are not allowed.
23. Stealing is not allowed.
24. All ties and close calls are awarded to the offense.
25. The tee must be set straight up in a vertical position; not slanted.
26. The home plate umpire (usually the at-bat team coach) will remove the tee from the plate after each batter so base runners can advance home safely.
27. All infielders must play a minimum of 35 feet away from home plate before the ball is hit (except the pitcher). There is to be no more then 7 players in the infield before the ball is hit & everyone must be behind the mound (based on a 48’-50’ baseline field).
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
